STUDENT PARKING PRIVILEGES AND STUDENT DRIVERS

Students who desire parking privileges must fill out a registration form and properly
display the Martin Luther hang tag when using the student parking lot. All cars are to be
registered even if driven occasionally. The cost of the hang tag is $30.00. It is transferable
to any vehicle the student drives and is valid as long as the student is at Martin Luther.
Replacement hang tags are available in the office for $30.00. The following parking lot
regulations must be followed:
1. A student not registering his/her car will be fined $25.00.
2. AS10.00 fine will be assessed students who do not follow parking lot regulations—
2.1 Student parking is permitted only in the far north lot.
2.2 Speed limitis 15 mph.
2.3 Parkonly in designated parking spaces.
2.4 No careless or reckless driving.
2.5 The registration hang tag must be properly hung from the
inside rearview mirror.
